Plague - a particularly dangerous natural
focal disease characterized by the extremely
severe condition, fever, damage of lymph nodes,
lungs and other internal organs, often with the
development of sepsis. The disease is associated
with high mortality and is extremely contagious.

The reservoir and the source of the plague
In nature — rodents

Marmots \Voles, Gerblls Plka
In urban areas — mainly rats.

Rats
Fleas

Carriers of the pathogen of the plague are fleas
and ticks.
In average from 3 to 6 days elapse from
the moment of infection till emergence
of the first signs of plague.

Start is acute, with a sudden onset of fever,
headache, chills and weakness, 1-2 or more
enlarged and painful lymph nodes appear
(called buboes). This type of disease is usually
the result of the bite of an infected flea. Bacteria

multiply in lymph nodes that are located closest
to the site of the bite.

On the second day axillary, inguinal or other
lymph nodes significantly increase in size (they
can reach the size of a lemon). The
inflammatory process begins, lymph node

becomes painful and
. compacted - @ a
primary  bubo s
formed.

After 4 days of the
disease swollen lymph
nodes acquire more
soft consistency. To

R the 100 day buboes
break open and fistula are formed in their place.
